Baptist.  Let me share briefly with you an 
introduction to Hands of Grace. 

Our purpose statement states that Grace 
Baptist Church exists to Love God, Love 
Others and Reach the World. We have 
spent a significant amount of time and 
effort developing the element of Love God 
through worship and Sunday school, and 
the element of Love Others through our 
home groups.   Now we want to focus 
more attention on the last element of 
Reach the World, beyond just our AWANA 
program and outreach events. 

You may remember that we have likened 
our purpose statement 
to a jet plane, with Love 
God being one wing and 
Love Others the other 
wing.  The wings give us 
the lift we need to fly 
and fulfill the purpose 
we were created for.  
Reach the World fulfills the role of the tail 
or rudder on the plane, which keeps us on 
course concerning the ministry God has 
called us to accomplish.  We believe that 
the Hands of Grace ministry will more 
effectively and creatively take our ministry 
to the community and help us become an 
externally focused church. 

In simple terms an externally focused 
church is a fellowship that concentrates  
on meeting the needs of the people in its 
community.  It means doing things for 
people so that we can serve them and 
ultimately fulfill the call of God upon our 
ƛƴŘƛǾƛŘǳŀƭ ƭƛǾŜǎΣ ŀƴŘ ŦǳƭŦƛƭƭ DƻŘΩǎ Ƴƛǎǎƛƻƴ 
and purpose for the church. 

The New Testament is clear about the

the gospel to people everywhere. From a 
practical standpoint that means that the 
people of Grace need to serve the people 
of the Northwest Bakersfield area with a 
ministry that demonstrates the love of 
Jesus through giving to the community 
what we have been blessed with. 

Hands of Grace will seek to match the 
skills and abilities of people within the 
church to the needs of people within our 
neighborhoods.   Someone may need a
