
While Grace Baptist is less than five years 
old as a church, we have seen God do 
some great things.  We have watched 
nearly 100 people be baptized, seen 
hundreds come to know Christ through 
our ministry, and recently have been 
involved in some powerful outreaches in 
our community and around the world to 
share the good news of Christ.  But what

just around the corner:  Judgement House.  
During the last week of October, our 
church will be involved with its largest 
evangelistic outreach to date.  Potentially, 
we could see dozens, if not more than a 
hundred, people come to know Christ 
during that week.  Many unchurched 
families could be added to our 
congregation and begin growing in Christ!  
Lives could be changed for all eternity!!! 

Judgement House is an eight-scene drama 
where the audience (a group of 10 to 15 
people) travels from room to room to view 
the production.  The audience will follow 
the characters as they hear the gospel and 
respond to it, both positive and negative.  
A tragic event will take place in the lives of 
the characters and then the consequences 
of their decision will be demonstrated.  
The drama ends with the audience seeing 
Jesus in heaven with those who trusted 
Him, and then a plea for the audience to 
join Him by placing their faith in Him.   

After the play, the audience is welcomed 
into a room where the gospel is presented 
and an invitation given.  Each person who 
responds, whether as a first time decision 
to the gospel or just for prayer, is matched 
with a counselor and ministered to based 
on their particular need.   

Such a large event will require the 
support of our entire congregation in 
three key areas: 

1)  Participation 

Judgement House will require a lot of 
participation.  We will be using our new 
Connection Center to host the drama, 
and to make this event successful, we 
will need people to help in all areas of 
this production.  You could help by being 
one of the actors, helping build sets, 
working with costumes, providing 
security, being a counselor, and much 
more.  You can sign up by simply filling 
out the Judgement House insert in your 
bulletin on Sunday.  Training for the  
counselors will begin on Wednesday, 
September 1, at 6:00 p.m. 

2)  Promotion 

We are going to need everyone to invite 
their unchurched family, friends, 
neighbors, coworkers, and even 
strangers to this event.  While many 
people will not come to a church service, 
many will be open to attending this 
drama presentation.  Begin to think 
about who you can invite and when 
invitations are made available, pick them 
up and distribute them to those who you 
want to hear the good news of Christ. 

3)  Prayer 

Finally, the most important thing you can 
do to help with this event is to pray.  
Without prayer, we have no power.  Yet, 
if we pray diligently and fervently, God 
will do amazing things through this 
event.  While there is a much work 
involved in doing Judgement House, 
there is no greater work than that of 
prayer.  Prayers offered will be prayers
